The minimum recommended level (not mandatory) for study exchange/mobility purposes is A2 (no 
cerƟficate required). Students can alternaƟvely present knowledge of English, level B1. The evaluaƟon 
moments can be carried out in English. 

 
For the purposes of Traineeship Erasmus mobility in the health areas, knowledge of the Portuguese 
language, level B1, is highly recommended. Students will have to establish contact/provide treatments to 
paƟents who do not speak English in the internship.
